The Gospel (please stand) Luke 3:7-18

John said to the crowds that came out to be baptized by him, "You brood of
vipers! Who warned you to flee from the wrath to come? Bear fruits worthy of
repentance. Do not begin to say to yourselves, 'We have Abraham as our
ancestor'; for I tell you, God is able from these stones to raise up children to
Abraham. Even now the ax is lying at the root of the trees; every tree therefore
that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire."

And the crowds asked him, "What then should we do?" In reply he said to them,
"Whoever has two coats must share with anyone who has none; and whoever has
food must do likewise." Even tax collectors came to be baptized, and they asked
him, "Teacher, what should we do?" He said to them, "Collect no more than the
amount prescribed for you." Soldiers also asked him, "And we, what should we
do?" He said to them, "Do not extort money from anyone by threats or false
accusation, and be satisfied with your wages."

As the people were filled with expectation, and all were questioning in their
hearts concerning John, whether he might be the Messiah, John answered all of
them by saying, "I baptize you with water; but one who is more powerful than I is
coming; I am not worthy to untie the thong of his sandals. He will baptize you
with the Holy Spirit and fire. His winnowing fork is in his hand, to clear his
threshing floor and to gather the wheat into his granary; but the chaff he will
burn with unquenchable fire."

So, with many other exhortations, he proclaimed the good news to the people.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

MUSIC IN TODAY'S LITURGY: The music selected for this Third Sunday of Advent
focuses again on the mission of this parish’s name-sake Saint, John the Baptist. We do not
sing a Gloria during this sea®n of preparation, but sing a setting of the Kyrie, Sanctus and
Agnus Dei arrangedfrom Franz Schubert’s Deutche Messe. Today the Psalm is replacedby an
Old Tedament Canticle, The First Song of Isaiah. All of the Hymns focus on John the
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Baptist’'s message and preparation for the imminent coming of the Kingdom of God. The
Choir Anthem is asdlightly akoreviated version of a verse anthem by Henry Purcell (1659-
1695), perhaps the most important 17" century English composer. It is a setting of a
portion of today’s Epistle Lesson, which is the real reason for the pink candle in our Advent
wreah, proclaiming a time of rejoicing in the midst of a season of penitence and preparation.
The Choir again repeats the Introit “Savior of the Nations, Come”, Bach’s harmonization
of one of Luther’s earlies Advent chorales The Organ Prelude is aset of five brief Noels
from a collection of pieces for organ or harmonium (/’Organiste) by French Romantic
Composer, Césr Franck (1822-1890). The Organ Postlude is a Prelude and Fugue by
Dietrich Buxtehude (1637-1707), sometimes referred to as the father of German Barogue
Organ Music. The piece is in four secions: the first is a free-form quasi-improvisatory
toccata. Thisisfollowed by two fugal sections based on the same theme, one in duple meter,
onein triple meter. The piece concludeswith a brief toccata-like cadence.

JUNIOR CHORISTERS (grades 3 & up, unchanged voices) will rehearse following
worship today (12:00-12:30) to prepare anthems and carols for the 5:00 PM Christmas Eve
Liturgy and Blessing of the Creche.

ST.JOHN’S CHOIR: will also have a special rehearsal after the liturgy today, beginning at
12:30, to prepare music for the special Fedival of Nine Lessons & Carols, scheduled for
unday, December 23, at 10:30 AM. It will be, asalways, an inspiring service of readngs and
music. The Choir and Handbells will also offer a program of Christmas Music starting at
10:00 PM on ChristmasEve, prior to the 10:30 PM ChristmasEve Fedival Eucharist. Mark
your calendars, plan to arrive early, and invite your friends.

NEW PARTICIPANTS: Anyone who was not active lag seaon, but is interegedin joining
any of our singing or ringing ensembles should contact Bill Clisham at your earlies
convenience. Auditions are not required, but a “get-acquainted meeting” is necessary for
placement and planning purposes See the badk of the service hulletin for contact
information, or come to the organ console and introduce yourself following the Postlude.
