This is what the Lord God showed me: the Lord was standing beside a wall built
with a plumb line, with a plumb line in his hand. And the LORD said to me,
"Amos, what do you see?" And I said, "A plumb line." Then the Lord said,

"See, I am setting a plumb line in the midst of my people Israel; I will
never again pass them by;

The Gospel (please stand) Luke 10:25-37
Just then a lawyer stood up to test Jesus. "Teacher," he said, "what must I do to
inherit eternal life?" He said to him, "What is written in the law? What do you

read there?" He answered, "You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart,
and with all your soul, and with all your strength, and with all your mind; and
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your neighbor as yourself." And he said to him, "You have given the right answer;
do this, and you will live."

But wanting to justify himself, he asked Jesus, "And who is my neighbor?" Jesus
replied, "A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell into the
hands of robbers, who stripped him, beat him, and went away, leaving him half
dead.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

MUSIC IN TODAY’S LITURGY: All of the music, and egecially the hymns, are intended
to complement the themesof the lesons and prayers for the Eighth Sunday after Pentecost.
The choir being on summer break, the congregation is encouraged to sing out heartily on the
hymns and service music. The Organ Prelude is a hawunting, quiet movement from an
Organ Suite by North Carolina composer Dan Locklair (b. 1949), the movements of which
are based on rubricsfrom the Book of Common Prayer. The Peace may be exchanged always
seans to be appropriate in this place, where we are very good at exchanging the Peace with
each other. The Organ Offertory is a slow movement from a concerto transcribed for
organ solo by Johann Seébastian Bach (1685-1750). It may be of interes to note that Bach
did not differentiate between saced and seallar music, applying the script “SDG” (Soli Deo
Gloria / to God alone be glory) to both genres The Organ Postlude, also by Johann
Sebastian Bach, is a Chorale Prelude from his collection entitled Orgelblchlein (Little Organ
Book) and sometimes referred to as “The Liturgical Year”. It is based on the German
metrical chorale setting of the Lord’s Prayer, which we pray at every Eucharist.
