O God, you have prepared for those who love you such good things as surpass 
our understanding: Pour into our hearts such love towards you, that we, loving 
you in all things and above all things, may obtain your promises, which exceed 
all that we can desire; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with 
you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Am en . 

Acts 17:22-31 

Paul stood in front of the Areopagus and said, "Athenians, I  see how extremely 
religious you are in every way. For as I  went through the city and looked 
carefully at the objects of your worship, I  found among them an altar with the 
inscription, `T o an unknown god.' What therefore you worship as unknown, this 
I  proclaim to you. The God who made the world and everything in it, he who is 
Lord of heaven and earth, does not live in shrines made by human hands, nor is 
he served by human hands, as though he needed anything, since he himself gives 
to all mortals life and breath and all things. From one ancestor he made all 
nations to inhabit the whole earth, and he allotted the times of their existence 
and the boundaries of the places where they would live, so that they would 
search for God and perhaps grope for him and find him-- though indeed he is 
not far from each one of us.

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God has overlooked the times of human ignorance, now he commands all people 
everywhere to repent, because he has fixed a day on which he will have the world 
judged in righteousness by a man whom he has appointed, and of this he has 
given assurance to all by raising him from the dead."

Now who will harm you if you are eager to do what is good? But even if you do 
suffer for doing what is right, you are blessed. Do not fear what they fear, and do 
not be intimidated, but in your hearts sanctify Christ as Lord. Always be ready to 
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make your defense to anyone who demands from you an accounting for the hope 
that is in you; yet do it with gentleness and reverence. Keep your conscience 
clear, so that, when you are maligned, those who abuse you for your good 
conduct in Christ may be put to shame. For it is better to suffer for doing good, if 
suffering should be God's will, than to suffer for doing evil. For Christ also 
suffered for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, in order to bring 
you to God. He was put to death in the flesh, but made alive in the spirit, in 
which also he went and made a proclamation to the spirits in prison, who in 
former times did not obey, when God waited patiently in the days of Noah, 
during the building of the ark, in which a few, that is, eight persons, were saved 
through water. And baptism, which this prefigured, now saves you-- not as a 
removal of dirt from the body, but as an appeal to God for a good conscience, 
through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, who has gone into heaven and is at the 
right hand of God, with angels, authorities, and powers made subject to him.

ANNOUNCEMENTS 
Music in today’s l iturgy: Today is the Sixth Sunday of the great Fifty Days of Easter.  
As always, the music is selected to reflect the themes of the lessons and prayers for the 
day.  The choir will sing an Anglican Chant setting of the Psalm for the day by Charles 
Villiers Stanford (1852-1924), one of the most important composers of Anglican Church 
music of his time.  He was organist at Trinity College, Cambridge, and a founding 
professor of the Royal College of Music, where he taught composition.  The Choir’s 
Offer ing Anthem: If Ye Love Me, is by Thomas Tallis (1505-1585).   First, organist at 
Canterbury Cathedral, he later became a gentleman of the Chapel Royal and composed 
and performed for English monarchs from Henry VIII to Elizabeth I.  He remained an 
“unreformed Roman Catholic” for his entire life, but composed much Protestant church 
music, as his post required.  The Communion Motet, I Will Not Leave You 
Comfortless, is by Everett Titcomb (1884-1968).  Titcomb was an American composer 
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and organist at The Church of St. John the Evangelist in Boston, MA for 50 years.  His 
compositions reflect his love of Rennaissance music and plain chant. Today’s Organ 
Prelude, Nun bitten wir den Heiligen Geist (Now we pray the Holy Ghost) is by German 
Baroque organist and composer, Dietrich Buxtehude (1637-1707 ), among the most 
respected an influential musicians of his time.  J. S. Bach overstayed a leave of absence 
from his post in Arstadt for several months in order to study with Buxtehude. The 
Postlude is a typical English Organ Voluntary in two movements (Slow / Fast).  It is by 
Dr. Maurice Greene (1696-1755), an English Organist (St. Paul’s Cathedral & the Chapel 
Royal), Composer, and Teacher (Professor of Music at Cambridge University).      
 
Prospective singers &  r ingers:  If you are interested in singing as a volunteer with the 
St. John’s Choir (now or next season) or ringing bells with the Salem Ringers (next 
season), please contact Minister of Music, Bill Clisham, at your earliest convenience.  
There are no audition requirements, but a placement interview is necessary.  Choristers 
or Bell Ringers need not be members of St. John’s Church, but simply amateur musicians 
interested in good sacred music, performed well to the glory of God and the edification 
of the Church.  Contact information is on the staff page of the Service leaflet … or 
simply come to the organ console after the Postlude to speak to Bill.
