Now the boy Samuel was ministering to the LORD under Eli. The word of the 
LORD was rare in those days; visions were not widespread. 

At that time Eli, whose eyesight had begun to grow dim so that he could not see, 
was lying down in his room; the lamp of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel 
was lying down in the temple of the LORD, where the ark of God was. Then the 
LORD called, "Samuel! Samuel!" and he said, "Here I am!" and ran to Eli, and 
said, "Here I am, for you called me." But he said, "I did not call; lie down again." 
So he went and lay down. The LORD called again, "Samuel!" Samuel got up and 
went to Eli, and said, "Here I am, for you called me." But he said, "I did not call, 
my son; lie down again." Now Samuel did not yet know the LORD, and the word 
of the LORD had not yet been revealed to him. The LORD called Samuel again, a 
third time. And he got up and went to Eli, and said, "Here I am, for you called 
me." Then Eli perceived that the LORD was calling the boy. Therefore Eli said to 
Samuel, "Go, lie down; and if he calls you, you shall say, `Speak, LORD, for your 
servant is listening.'" So Samuel went and lay down in his place. 
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Now the LORD came and stood there, calling as before, "Samuel! Samuel!" And 
Samuel said, "Speak, for your servant is listening." [Then the LORD said to 
Samuel, "See, I am about to do something in Israel that will make both ears of 
anyone who hears of it tingle. On that day I will fulfill against Eli all that I have 
spoken concerning his house, from beginning to end. For I have told him that I 
am about to punish his house forever, for the iniquity that he knew, because his 
sons were blaspheming God, and he did not restrain them. Therefore I swear to 
the house of Eli that the iniquity of Eli's house shall not be expiated by sacrifice 
or offering forever." 

Samuel lay there until morning; then he opened the doors of the house of the 
LORD. Samuel was afraid to tell the vision to Eli. But Eli called Samuel and said, 
"Samuel, my son." He said, "Here I am." Eli said, "What was it that he told you? 
Do not hide it from me. May God do so to you and more also, if you hide 
anything from me of all that he told you." So Samuel told him everything and hid 
nothing from him. Then he said, "It is the LORD; let him do what seems good to 
him." 

As Samuel grew up, the LORD was with him and let none of his words fall to the 
ground. And all Israel from Dan to Beer-sheba knew that Samuel was a 
trustworthy prophet of the LORD.]

ANNOUNCEMENTS 
 
M usic i n Today’ s L i tur gy: Today is the Second Sunday after the Epiphany.   All the 
music: hymns, anthems, and organ music, are selected to reflect or expand the themes of the 
lessons and the prayers for this day.  The Choir will chant Psal m 139:1-5, 12-17 in a 
setting by Edgar Day (1891-1962), an English organist (Worchester Cathedral).  The 
Of f er i ng Anthem, Thou wilt Keep Him in Perfect Peace, is by Samuel Sebastian Wesley 
(1810-1876), grandson and grand nephew of Charles and John Wesley (the Methodists). He 
was one of the most important organists and composers of his day, writing almost 
exclusively music for the Anglican Church.  This is one of his two most famous anthems, 
the other being Wash Me Throughly [sic]. The Communion Anthem is by Henry Purcell 
(1659-1695), perhaps the most important English-born Baroque composer.  It is a setting 
of a prayer from the Funeral rite, but its theme reflects on the Psalm for the day, as does 
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the text of the Offering Anthem.  The Or gan Pr el ude is a large Chorale Fantasy based on 
the hymn “How Bright Appears the Morning Star” (H-497), often associated with the 
Epiphany season with its reference to the star and to light.  This well-known organ setting is 
by Dietrich Buxtehude (1637-1707), the most important North German Baroque organist 
prior to J. S. Bach, and a mentor of Bach.  The Or gan Post l ude, Trumpet Voluntary No.1 
in D Major is from a set of Ten Organ Voluntaries by William Boyce (1711-1779), an 
English organist and composer, known primarily for his symphonies and his collections and 
editions of early English Church Music.
