Acts 1:1-11

In the first book, Theophilus, I wrote about all that Jesus did and taught from
the beginning until the day when he was taken up to heaven, after giving
instructions through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. After
his suffering he presented himself alive to them by many convincing proofs,
appearing to them during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God.
While staying with them, he ordered them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait
there for the promise of the Father. "This," he said, "is what you have heard from
me; for John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit
not many days from now."

So when they had come together, they asked him, "Lord, is this the time when
you will restore the kingdom to Israel?" He replied, "It is not for you to know the
times or periods that the Father has set by his own authority. But you will
receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you will be my
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witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth."
When he had said this, as they were watching, he was lifted up, and a cloud took
him out of their sight. While he was going and they were gazing up toward
heaven, suddenly two men in white robes stood by them. They said, "Men of
Galilee, why do you stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has been
taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go
into heaven."

Music in today’s liturgy: Today is the Sunday after Ascenson Day (which we
celebrated on Thursday with the Bishop) and so we use the lessons and prayers for
Ascension Day today. Asaways, adl the musc selected for this liturgy is intended to
amplify and reflect the themes of thelessons and prayers for theday. The Choir sings
Psalm 47 to an Anglican chant by T. Tertius Noble (18671953, an English organist and
composer (Yorkminger) who moved to New York in 1913and founded the St. Thomes
Choir of Men and Boys. The Anthem, O for A Shout of Sacred Joy, is a setting by
Robet Jordahl (19262008 of an American Colonid Hymn text appropriate for a
celebration of the Ascension. Dr. Jordahl taught at McNeese State University. The
Communion Motet, Above All Praise and All Majesty, isby Felix Menddssohn (1809
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1847) It isoneof six motets for variousoccasions of the Liturgicd Year. Thisoneis
intended for the Ascenson. The Organ Preludes are two movements from
“L’Ascension’, a suite for organ by French Cathdic composer, organist and mystic,
Olivier Messiaen (19081992) He is oneof the most important composers of the 20"
century. His mudc is often rhythmically complex and makes use of his own invented
modes. The Organ Pogsludeisajoyful chorale prelude based on an Ascenson Chorde
(“Praised Be God in His Highest Thron€’). This setting is by Ernst Pepping (1901
1981) an important composer of German Protestant church musc and Professor of
Music at the Spandau Schod for Church Music.
