We are always confident; even though we know that while we are at home in the 
body we are away from the Lord-- for we walk by faith, not by sight. Yes, we do 
have confidence, and we would rather be away from the body and at home with 
the Lord. So whether we are at home or away, we make it our aim to please him. 
For all of us must appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each may 
receive recompense for what has been done in the body, whether good or evil. 

[Therefore, knowing the fear of the Lord, we try to persuade others; but we 
ourselves are well known to God, and I  hope that we are also well known to your 
consciences. We are not commending ourselves to you again, but giving you an 
opportunity to boast about us, so that you may be able to answer those who 
boast in outward appearance and not in the heart. For if we are beside ourselves, 
it is for God; if we are in our right mind, it is for you.]  For the love of Christ 
urges us on, because we are convinced that one has died for all; therefore all 
have died. And he died for all, so that those who live might live no longer for 
themselves, but for him who died and was raised for them. From now on, 
therefore, we regard no one from a human point of view; even though we once 
knew Christ from a human point of view, we know him no longer in that way. So 
if anyone is in Christ, there is a new creation: everything old has passed away; 
see, everything has become new!

Jesus said, "The kingdom of God is as if someone would scatter seed on the 
ground, and would sleep and rise night and day, and the seed would sprout and 
grow, he does not know how. The earth produces of itself, first the stalk, then the 
head, then the full grain in the head. But when the grain is ripe, at once he goes 
in with his sickle, because the harvest has come." 

He also said, "With what can we compare the kingdom of God, or what parable 
will we use for it? I t is like a mustard seed, which, when sown upon the ground, 
is the smallest of all the seeds on earth; yet when it is sown it grows up and 
becomes the greatest of all shrubs, and puts forth large branches, so that the 
birds of the air can make nests in its shade." 
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With many such parables he spoke the word to them, as they were able to hear 
it; he did not speak to them except in parables, but he explained everything in 
private to his disciples.

Music in Today’s L iturgy: Today is the Third Sunday after Pentecost; some would 
say, “ Third Sunday in Ordinary Time”.  However, our liturgy continues to be extra-
ordinary.  As is our wont, all the music in today’s service reflects or amplifies the 
themes of the lessons and prayers.  The Choir will chant Psalm 20 to a setting by 
Matthew Camidge (1758–1844), an English organist (Yorkminster) and composer, 
known for his several Anglican Chants and a set of six Concerti for Organ.  The Choir’s 
Offer ing Anthem is a chorus from the Oratorio: Messiah by George Fredrick Handel 
(1685- 1759), a German composer, organist and conductor who spent most of his 
professional career in England, composing Opera, though his most popular works are his 
Religious Oratorios.  The Organ Prelude is by Frank Bridge (1879 – 1941) an English 
composer, violist and conductor, who is remembered primarily as the private 
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composition tutor for Benjamin Britten. The Organ Postlude is a lively setting of our 
Recessional Hymn tune. The setting is by John Ferguson (b. 1941), an American 
organist, composer, and teacher, recently retired as Professor of Music and Cantor to the 
Student Body at St. Olaf College, Northfield, MN.
