Amos 7:7-17

This is what the Lord God showed me: the Lord was standing beside a wall built
with a plumb line, with a plumb line in his hand. And the LORD said to me,
"Amos, what do you see?" And I said, "A plumb line." Then the Lord said,
"See, I am setting a plumb line in the midst of my people Israel; I will
never again pass them by;

the high places of Isaac shall be made desolate,
and the sanctuaries of Israel shall be laid waste,
and I will rise against the house of Jeroboam with the sword."
Then Amaziah, the priest of Bethel, sent to King Jeroboam of Israel, saying,
"Amos has conspired against you in the very center of the house of Israel; the
land is not able to bear all his words.

Just then a lawyer stood up to test Jesus. "Teacher," he said, "what must I do to
inherit eternal life?" He said to him, "What is written in the law? What do you
read there?" He answered, "You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart,
and with all your soul, and with all your strength, and with all your mind; and
your neighbor as yourself." And he said to him, "You have given the right
answer; do this, and you will live."

But wanting to justify himself, he asked Jesus, "And who is my neighbor?" Jesus
replied, "A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell into the
hands of robbers, who stripped him, beat him, and went away, leaving him half
dead.

and when I come back, I will repay you whatever more you spend." Which of
these three, do you think, was a neighbor to the man who fell into the hands of
the robbers?" He said, "The one who showed him mercy." Jesus said to him, "Go
and do likewise."

He graduated from Trinity College, Hartford,
Conn., (BA and MA); from the General Theological Seminary, NYC (M.Div.), and
earned a doctorate at Drew University, Madison, NJ. He was two years a Curate in
Trinity Church, Cranford and four years the Vicar of St. Peter's, Woodbury Heights,
which later was merged with parishes in Mantua and Wenonah becoming present day
Holy Trinity, Wenonah. He retired in 2003 after 33 years as Rector of Christ Church,
Riverton, where he was on the Riverton Library Board and Chaplain to the Riverton
Police Department and Fire Company. He has served on most committees and
commissions of the Diocese, serves currently on the Benefits Committee and is Chaplain
for retired clergy and spouses of the Burlington Convocation.
