When the day of Pentecost had come, the disciples were all together in one place.
And suddenly from heaven there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind,
and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. Divided tongues, as of fire,
appeared among them, and a tongue rested on each of them.

Music in Today’s Liturgy: Today is the Day of Pentecost. Asaways, al the musc
selected for usein today’ s liturgy is intended to complement or reflect the themes found
in the prayers and lessons appointed for theday. Today we use a Deacon’s Customary
(Deacon's Mass) in the absence of a supply Priest; therefore there is no Eucharistic
Prayer and Consecration. Communion is from reserved sacrament. The Chair will sing
an Anglican Chant setting of the Psalm for the day, Psalm 104: 25-35 by Edward
Cuthbet Bairstow (18741946) an English organist (Y ork Minster) and composer in the
Anglican Church tradition. The Anthem, Dona Nobis Pacem is the finad chorus from
the Mass in B Minor, BWV 232, by Johann Sebastian Bach (16851750) Since the
nineteenth century this Mass has been widdy haled as oneof thegreatest compositions
inmudca history. Thetext is, of course, thefina phrase of the AgnusDei. The Post-
Communion Anthem, Creator Sprit, By Whos Aid, is by Vernon Hoyle (b. 1948 an
English teacher and organist (West Y orkshire). Thetext is ametrica paraphrase of the
“Veni Creator’ by John Dryden (1631:1700) The Organ Preludes are three verses
from Veni Creator Spritus (which the chair sings in English as a Choral Introit) by
Nicolas de Grigny (16721703) a French organist (Notre Dame, Reims), who left but
onelarge Livre de Orgue which congsts of an Organ mass and five Hymn settings of
which thisis one His onebookis considered ore of the pinnacles of French Baroque
Organ Music. The Organ Postlude is based on thechorale, “Come, God Creator Holy
Ghost”, one of two German chardes based on the “Veni Creator”. It is by Johann
Sebastian Bach, who needs no introdudion. This Organ setting is from the 18 Great
Lepzig Chordes. It is a reworking and expanson of his earlier setting in the
Orgdbichlen.

June 11: Haydn Missa Brevis. Please mark your caendars, and invite dl your
neghbors to this specid liturgy next Sunday! As pat of a rathe unique Deacon’s
Mass, St. John’s Choir, with guest String Trio and Organist, unde the direction of Bill
Clisham, will sing Haydn’s Missa Brevis Sande Joanns de Deo, also known as “the
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Little Organ Mass’ because of the dud between soprano soloist and organ in the
“Benedictus’. Don’'t missit!
