Now the apostles and the believers who were in Judea heard that the Gentiles had 
also accepted the word of God. So when Peter went up to Jerusalem, the 
circumcised believers criticized him, saying, "Why did you go to uncircumcised 
men and eat with them?" Then Peter began to explain it to them, step by step, 
saying, "I  was in the city of Joppa praying, and in a trance I  saw a vision. There 
was something like a large sheet coming down from heaven, being lowered by its 
four corners; and it came close to me. As I  looked at it closely I  saw four-footed 
animals, beasts of prey, reptiles, and birds of the air. I  also heard a voice saying to 
me, `Get up, Peter; kill and eat.'

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between them and us. These six brothers also accompanied me, and we entered 
the man's house. He told us how he had seen the angel standing in his house and 
saying, `Send to Joppa and bring Simon, who is called Peter; he will give you a 
message by which you and your entire household will be saved.' And as I  began to 
speak, the Holy Spirit fell upon them just as it had upon us at the beginning. And 
I  remembered the word of the Lord, how he had said, `J ohn baptized with water, 
but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.' I f then God gave them the same gift 
that he gave us when we believed in the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I  that I  could 
hinder God?" When they heard this, they were silenced. And they praised God, 
saying, "Then God has given even to the Gentiles the repentance that leads to 
life."

MUSI C I N TODAY’ S LI TURGY: Today is the Fif th Sunday of Easter. All  of the music in 
today’s li turgy is chosen to reflect or complement the themes of the lessons and prayers for 
today. The Choir will chant a setting of  Psalm 148, and sing two Anthems.   One is a motet 
by Anton Bruckner (1824-1896), known mostly for his powerful Symphonies; he was fi rst a 
Church Organist.  His thirty-odd motets are gems.  This one, intended for use at the 
dedication of a church, is intended to refl ect on the Epistle lesson about the “ new Jerusalem”  
among mankind.  The Communion Anthem by Harold Friedell (1905-1958) is Dr. 
Friedell’s best known composi tion, and associates us with all  who have ever gathered at the 
Lord’s Table--even with the fi rst disciples.   The Or gan Pr el ude, by the late Gerre Hancock 
(1934-2012) of  St. Thomas Church, NYC, is based on the Communion Anthem.  The 
Post l ude by John Rutter (b. 1945) is a Toccata in a rather odd meter, as the ti tle indicates … 
a bit jaunty, and fun … almost reminiscent of Dave Brubeck’s jazz rhythms … think: “ Take 
Five”  or “ I t ’s a Raggy Wal tz” .
