In the first book, Theophilus, I wrote about all that Jesus did and taught from the 
beginning until the day when he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions 
through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. After his suffering 
he presented himself alive to them by many convincing proofs, appearing to them 
during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God. While staying with 
them, he ordered them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait there for the promise 
of the Father. "This," he said, "is what you have heard from me; for John baptized 
with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from 
now." 

So when they had come together, they asked him, "Lord, is this the time when 
you will restore the kingdom to Israel?" He replied, "It is not for you to know the 
times or periods that the Father has set by his own authority. But you will receive 
power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you will be my witnesses in 
Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth." When he had 
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said this, as they were watching, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of 
their sight. While he was going and they were gazing up toward heaven, suddenly 
two men in white robes stood by them. They said, "Men of Galilee, why do you 
stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has been taken up from you 
into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go into heaven."

MUSIC IN TODAY’S LITURGY: Today is the Seventh Sunday of Easter, and also the 
Sunday after the Ascension which was Thursday, May 9.  We celebrate it as a Solemnity 
of the Ascension. All of the music in today’ s liturgy is chosen to reflect or complement 
the themes of the lessons and prayers for Ascension Day.  The Choir will sing an Introit 
which is a metrical paraphrase of the Psalm for the day as well as chant a setting of Psalm 
47 by T. Tertius Noble (1867-1953) Organist/Choir master of St. Thomas Church, New 
York City and founder of the St. Thomas Choir School.  The Choir’s Anthem is by 
Robert Jordahl (1926-2008), American composer, Choir Master and Organist.  It is a 
rousing setting of a verse from an American Colonial hymn.  The Organ Prelude, is by 
Olivier Messaien (1908-1992), French Catholic mystic composer.  It is a movement from 
his “Ascension Suite”  for Organ, and is based on John 17:1-17. 
The Postlude is by Ernst Pepping (1901-1981), a German composer and teacher of 
Church Music in Spandau and Berlin.  There is a certain intentional “wrong note”  humor 
in many of his compositions.   
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SPECIAL MUSIC FUND:  We are in need of additional funds to hire a string quartet for 
a special music liturgy on June 9.  The Choir, assisted (hopefully) by string quartet and 
organ, will sing Franz Schubert’ s famous Mass No. 2 in G Major as part of our 10:30 a.m. 

We hire guest instrumentalists for $200 per player; this 
includes a rehearsal and service.  These funds are not a part of the regular music budget, 
and should be designated: “Special Music Fund”.
