Postlude. 
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ANNOUNCEMENTS 
Music in today’s liturgy: Today is the Third Sunday in the great 50 days of Easter.  
As is our wont, all the music selected for this liturgy is intended to amplify and reflect 
the themes of the lessons and prayers for the day.  The Choir chants Psalm 4 to an 
Anglican chant by George Elvey (1816-1893), an English organist (St. George Chapel, 
Windsor) and composer.  The Anthem, See What Love, is a chorus from the oratorio St. 
Paul by Felix Mendelssohn (1809-1847), who was among the most important early 
German Romantic composers, conductors and performers on piano and organ.  He was 
also the founder of the Leipzig Conservatory and was instrumental in reviving interest in 
the music of J. S. Bach. The Organ Preludes are two miniature chorale preludes based 
on the tune of our Gradual Hymn.  They are both by Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-
1750), considered by many to be the greatest composer of organ music – ever!  The 
Organ Postlude is a robust fanfare-like arrangement of our Recessional hymn.  It is an 
organ setting by Healey Willan (1880-1968), an English organist and choir master who 
immigrated to Canada and established one of the most respected church music programs 
of the 20th century at the Church of St. Mary Magdalene in Toronto. 
 
Thank you, St. John’s Choir: for service “above and beyond” during Holy Week and 
Easter.  The Choir led the music in liturgies on Palm Sunday, Maundy Thursday, Good 
Friday, Holy Saturday (Great Vigil of Easter), and Easter Day; and did a splendid job of 
it.  If St. Augustine was correct in saying, “He who sings prays twice” , the St. John’s 
Choir has done a lot of praying this past month.  The choir resumes regular rehearsals 
and liturgical leadership today, after having taken a mini-break last Sunday.  The choir is 
now preparing for the Ascension Day Convocation-wide Confirmation liturgy (May 
14), as well as our own Ascension Sunday and Pentecost festival services, Evensong on 
June 7, and as the final Choral Eucharist of the season: St. John’s Day (celebrated on 
June 21). 
 
Food Pantry: The Food Pantry distribution day is now only on Tuesday from noon to 
2:00 p.m.  This decision was made after some careful research which noted that there are 
a number of other pantry sites within Salem City which cover all the days of the week 
with the exception of Tuesday.  There are copies of the distribution sites on the hall 
counter in the Parish House. Please note that we continue to need volunteers and 
contributions especially beginning the middle of the month when we were getting as 
many as 50 persons seeking food over the two-week period.  There is a May sign-up 
sheet on the office door.   
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No Kid Hungry – Emma will be selling some healthy and nutritious items this week 
during Fellowship Hour, which is Healthy/Fruit Sunday.  St. John’s Children are holding 
a fundraiser for “No Kid Hungry”.  They are selling all kinds of yummy treats and some 
healthy baked goods during Healthy/Fruit Sunday Fellowship Hour [3rd Sunday of each 
month]. Special orders don’t upset us….there are order forms on the board in the Parish 
Hall and you can get these filled at any time….baked to order cakes, pies, 2 dozen 
cookies all $5 each.  Contact Emma Bailey for details and to place your orders.   
 
Next week, April 26, is Pie Sunday.  There is a sign-up sheet on the board in the Parish 
Hall. Please sign up, if you can donate a pie on the 26th.
