The king and Haman went in to feast with Queen Esther. On the second day, as 
they were drinking wine, the king again said to Esther, "What is your petition, 
Queen Esther? I t shall be granted you. And what is your request? Even to the 
half of my kingdom, it shall be fulfi lled." Then Queen Esther answered, "I f I  have 
won your favor, O king, and if it pleases the king, let my life be given me-- that is 
my petition-- and the lives of my people-- that is my request. For we have been 
sold, I  and my people, to be destroyed, to be killed, and to be annihilated. I f we 
had been sold merely as slaves, men and women, I  would have held my peace; 
but no enemy can compensate for this damage to the king." Then King 
Ahasuerus said to Queen Esther, "Who is he, and where is he, who has presumed 
to do this?" Esther said, "A foe and enemy, this wicked Haman!" Then Haman 
was terrified before the king and the queen. 

Then Harbona, one of the eunuchs in attendance on the king, said, "Look, the 
very gallows that Haman has prepared for Mordecai, whose word saved the king, 
stands at Haman's house, fifty cubits high." And the king said, "Hang him on 
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that." So they hanged Haman on the gallows that he had prepared for Mordecai. 
Then the anger of the king abated. 

Mordecai recorded these things, and sent letters to all the Jews who were in all 
the provinces of King Ahasuerus, both near and far, enjoining them that they 
should keep the fourteenth day of the month Adar and also the fifteenth day of 
the same month, year by year, as the days on which the Jews gained relief from 
their enemies, and as the month that had been turned for them from sorrow into 
gladness and from mourning into a holiday; that they should make them days of 
feasting and gladness, days for sending gifts of food to one another and presents 
to the poor.

ANNOUNCEMENTS 
 

Music in the Liturgy: Today is the Eighteenth Sunday after Pentecost.  The music 
used in the liturgy, including the hymns and choral music reflects or amplifies the themes 
of the lessons and prayers appointed for this day.  The Choir will chant Psalm 124 to a 
setting by John (Julius) Harrison (1808-1871), an English organist about whom we know 
very little.  The Anthem is a setting of an old collect by Thomas Mudd (1560-1619), an 
Anglican clergyman and composer. The Organ Prelude is Le Banquet Celéste (The 
Celestial Banquet) by Olivier Messaien (1908-1992), an important French Catholic 
mystic, organist and composer, whose works are based on his own harmonic modes.   
The Organ Postlude, Toccata Brevis by Daniel Gawthrop (b. 1949), consists of a 
forceful theme played in the pedals under a repeti tive figuration in the manuals.  
Gawthrop, though primarily a composer of choral works (“Sing Me to Heaven” is his 
best known), has a substantial output of organ and orchestral works.    
 
Special Music Funds: We have returned to the regular Sunday liturgical schedule, with 
8:00 AM Rite I (no music) in the Chapel, and 10:30 Choral Eucharist in the main church.  
The choir will sing two Evensongs and several special services during the 2015-2016 
season.  These special services require additional singers and instrumentalists who are 
not part of the annual budget.  Please consider giving to either the Special Music Fund 
which covers these additional expenses for Easter Brass, Spring Strings, Evensong 
singers, etc., and/or the Special Organ Fund, which covers major organ repairs above 
and beyond the annual budget.   
 
Food Pantry: The Food Pantry distribution day is now only on Tuesday from noon to 
2:00 p.m.  This decision was made after some careful research which noted that there are 
a number of other pantry sites within Salem City which cover all the days of the week 
with the exception of Tuesday.  There are copies of the distribution sites on the hall 
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counter in the Parish House. Please note that we continue to need volunteers and 
contributions.  We are serving over 60 persons seeking food weekly.
